WELCOME LETTER

Dear Member

The cricket season is upon us and the support from junior cricketers, ages eight to sixteen, is important to us regardless of current playing ability, as you are the future of this Club.

COLTS PRACTICE

Practice for colts will continue to be on Friday nights, from the 1st May 2009 until 24th July 2009 from 6.15pm to 7.45pm.

A register will be maintained and each colt attending must check in each week.  Under no circumstances may children be left at the ground until someone is there to supervise them.  They must not play with a hard ball unless supervised as this is when injuries/ accidents occur.

We encourage the wearing of a white top at practice sessions. This may be a cricket shirt, T Shirt, Jumper or similar.

PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT

We need more parents/grandparents to help out with weekly coaching and on match days so that coaches are not left dealing with a large number of colts where it can become a “child minding” service. Please let a member of the Junior Committee know if you are able to help.

CLUBMARK

We are pleased to inform you that the Club is pressing forward with an application to achieve Clubmark, the England & Wales Cricket Board’s quality standard for providing a safe environment for children and young adults.  As part of the application process the Club is looking at all its policies and procedures to ensure they comply with current legislation and best practice.  The Club is confident that our current practice will be found to be competent, and we do not anticipate major changes to the way we run the junior coaching sessions and teams.  If you are asked to complete new forms on any matters relating to your child’s welfare then please understand this is necessary for the Club.

All qualified coaches at the Club have previously been, and continue to be, CRB checked.  The Club has mechanisms in place to check in addition that First Aid qualifications and training courses are up to date.

One of the requirements of Clubmark is that we formalise the existing informal arrangement that parents / carers / guardians of Juniors and Colts be allowed into the bar / clubhouse, and the following was agreed at the clubs AGM on 26th January 2009

“With regard to Junior and Colt Playing Member, the parent / carer / guardian of the child shall be given automatic non voting membership status of the club as part of that Junior or Colt Membership.”

In practice this will make no difference to your ability to use the Club’s facilities such as the bar.

MATCHES

Most matches are scheduled for Sunday mornings beginning at 9.30am and lasting for about 3 hours, although some mid week matches are planned.  All children selected will be expected to stay for the duration of the match. Please do not ask to leave early.

Selections will be advised at least five days in advance of matches.

There are too many children for everyone to be selected each week.  Please do not be disappointed if you are not selected as you will get the chance at some stage.  For League cup matches we will be selecting our strongest side.

A £3 match fee is payable for each match. This will purely cover the cost of the balls and refreshments.

The wearing of ‘Cricket Whites’ while representing the club for matches is mandatory. Please see a member of the Junior Committee for advice. If you need Club shirts these are also available for purchase.

MATCH ETIQUETTE

· Any child performing the toss with the opposing captain should shake hands with his opponent.

· Children must NOT question any decision given by either umpire regardless of how unfair it may seem at the time.

· When Theydon Bois are batting, children who have batted or who are waiting to bat should encourage and support the two batsmen in the middle.

· Please do NOT use hard balls to play/practice with whilst a match is ongoing.  This is when accidents happen and remember, you should always wear protective equipment, including a batting helmet, when using a cricket ball.

· Children should acknowledge good shots/bowling by the opposing side.  Polite applause is always well received.

· Children should clap off batsmen and gather together to applaud the fielding side at the end of the innings.

· All children should thank both umpires at the end of the game.

CHANGING ROOM POLICY

· Adults must not use the changing or shower facilities when there are colts matches.

· Mixed gender teams must come fully changed to cricket matches and should not share the same changing facilities.

· Adult officials should only enter a changing room if they are in pairs and of the same sex as the colt team using the facility.

· If children play for adult teams, they and their Parents must be informed of the Club’s changing policy. They must either come to matches fully changed and not use the changing facilities, or complete an authorisation form allowing use at the same time as the adults.

a. Adults should try to change at separate times to children during matches i.e. when padding up.

· Mobile phones must not be used in changing rooms

Please note that if children are uncomfortable changing or showering at the Club, no pressure should be placed on them to do so. Encourage them to do this at home.
SENIOR CRICKET

From time to time members of our Junior section may be selected for a senior game of cricket. It would be expected that only those from our U15 side would be selected on those occasions, however no child under 13 years old may play for a senior side, regardless of ability.

Children who are selected need to abide with the clubs changing room policy.

PHOTOGRAPHY

The club takes photographs on club days and presentation evenings for publicity purposes, if anyone does not wish their child to take part in any photographs please let us know at the event.
NOTICEBOARD

The Colts notice board can be found in the clubhouse as you come in through the main door on your right hand side. You can find many of our policies and other information on this and also our website. Please take time to look at it and if you need any assistance then please contact a member of the Junior Committee.

Theydon Bois Cricket Club have adopted the ECB ‘Safe Hands’, ‘One Game’ and ‘Cricket Equity Policies’. More information can be found on our notice board.

TRANSPORT TO MATCHES AND PRACTICE SESSIONS

Theydon Bois Cricket Clubs policy is that parents or other responsible adults are responsible for transporting players to and from all matches and practice sessions. The club will not be registering private vehicles for the transportation of individuals in connection with any fixtures or practice sessions arranged by the club. The implementation of this policy is not intended to exclude any player from participation and parents or guardians should contact the child welfare officer if they have any problems in the transportation of players to matches or practice sessions.
